During the sparring portion, we teach training etiquette and clarify the
goals from each position to help build your comfort and confidence with free rolling.

Fight Simulation: In Fight Simulation Sparring we incorporate light striking into the sparring sessions in a safe and collaborative way.
All participants must have 5.50z. sparring gloves and a mouthguard to participate. To provide all students with this important
training, the Fight Simulation Sparring day of the week changes every month. Student safetyand collaboration are the top priorities
in this class.
